General Rules for 2011 Summer Camp
Parents and campers over 18 please review these rule carefully, as they have been modified from the previous years.
We take these rules very seriously and we hope that you will too.

1. Be on time all times to all scheduled events.

2. Be respectful to all leaders and counselors. Including the environment we are in. Remember we are surrounded by Gods creations, please keep it clean and throw all trash away in designated trash cans.
3. Remain quiet and courteous while speakers and/or leaders are speaking. If you have a question please raise your hand.
4. When leaving the group to use the bathroom or for any other reason, you MUST notify your leader and/or counselor. You may not wonder the camp by yourself; one must be accompanied by either a leader or counselor.
5. No one is allowed in the cabins unless; you have been given permission by your team leaders, which will receive permission from one of the camp directors.

6. You are ONLY allowed to bring mp3 players and cell phones, but may be only used outside of FREE TIME. If any mp3 players are used outside of free time, it WILL BE confiscated until the end of camp. T.V’s, Video Games, and any other hand held games are NOT ALLOWED on the CAMPSITE!! If found it will be also confiscated till the end of camp, and parents will have to come pick it up.
7. Skateboards, roller skates, scooters, or bicycles are NOT ALLOWED. If found, will be confiscated.

8. “Lights out” is at 11:45p.m. There will be NO EXCEPTIONS. Please respect those around you, and keep the noise down.

9. Boys are NOT ALLOWED in the girl’s cabin and Girls are NOT ALLOWED in the boy’s cabin.

10. No one is allowed to step out of the dorms after lights out. IF anyone sneaks out of the dorms, you will not participate in any activates for the remainder of the camp.

11. No one is to step outside of camp; everyone must stay within the camp grounds.

12. Inappropriate languages, gestures, and out-fits is strongly discouraged. Flip Flops are definitely not allowed during Camp unless it is for swimming and bikinis or tankinis must but worn with a tank top or t-shirt over it.

13. Recreation Rooms are off limits, and are only open during Free Time.
14. Laptops are not allowed on the campsite, unless it has been approved by the Camp Director.
15. Please respect the environment you live and use. Keep it clean. Graffiti is not allowed.
16. Guns (which include: BB Guns, Paintball Guns, Etc.), Drugs, Knives or Swiss Army Knives, Alcohol, Cigarettes and other life threatening objects are PROHIBITED. If brought, parents will be notified immediately and if necessary the police. If there is any suspicion that these objects are brought, your luggage will be subject to a complete search.
