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創始承終的道路

The Path of the Author and Perfecter of our Faith 

（來 Hebrews 2：1－2）

· （詩 Psalms 33：8－11）讀聖經前，要先舉手敬拜神，求神叫我們能夠明白祂的話語，得著聖靈來的啟示。（1）全地都要敬畏耶和華。（2）列國的籌算歸於烏有，眾民的思念沒有功效。（3）唯有耶和華的籌算永遠立定。祂說有就有，命立就立，我們要信靠祂。
· Before reading the Bible, first raise hands to worship God, ask God to give us the understanding of His words, and receive the revelation from the Holy Spirit.  (1) Let all the earth fear the LORD; let all the people of the world revere him.  (2) The LORD foils the plans of the nations; he thwarts the purposes of the peoples.  (3) But the plans of the LORD stand firm forever, the purposes of his heart through all generations.   For he spoke, and it came to be; he commanded, and it stood firm.

· 耶穌基督是萬王之王來到地上，生在簡陋的馬槽，為我們釘十字架，為我們受鞭傷。我們是有福的，要進入祂的旨意。神的國在耶穌說天國近了以後兩千多年還沒有來，因為祂在等候。（1）得救的人數還沒有滿足。（2）教會中真理的教導還不夠。（3）得聖基督徒的人數還沒有滿足。耶穌不喜歡我們被邪靈擄掠，不喜歡我們下陰間，祂要人人都得著救贖。
· Jesus Christ is the King of kings who came to earth, born in a manger, and crucified; “and with his stripes we are healed.”  We are blessed and need to enter into His wills.  Jesus said the kingdom is neared but for two thousand years it hasn’t came, for He is waiting.  (1) The number of saved need to be full.  (2) Church need to teach more about the truth.  (3) The number of overcomer is not full.  Jesus doesn’t want us to be taken by the evil spirits, nor does He want us to decent into hell, He wants everyone saved.  
· （詩 Psalms 33：16－19）神的國帶有能力，當我們相信耶穌基督是我們的主，我們要經歷神奇妙的能力。君王不能夠因兵多得勝，勇士不能因力大得救，馬也不能因力大救人。唯有仰望耶和華的人，神看顧他們，救他們脫離死亡。
· God’s kingdom has power, when we believe Jesus Christ is our Lord, we will experience amazing power.  No king is saved by the size of his army; no warrior escapes by his great strength.  A horse is a vain hope for deliverance; despite all its great strength it cannot save.  But the eyes of the LORD are on those who fear him, on those whose hope is in his unfailing love, to deliver them from death and keep them alive in famine.
· （來 Hebrews 12：1－2）從舊約到新約，我們被神的見證人如同雲彩圍繞。我們也要全然倚靠神，毫無懷疑，成為神雲彩的見證人。當我們成為敬畏的見證人，被雲彩圍繞遮蓋，我們的重擔便卸下了。
· From Old Testament to New Testament, we are surrounded by such a great cloud of witnesses.  We need to count on God wholeheartedly without any doubt, become a witness.  When we become respected witnesses, and are covered with clouds, our burdens will be removed.  

· 絕對不停止聚會、禱告、傳福音、扛起使命，頭上自然有榮光遮蓋，挪去我們的重擔。這時我們便得能力往前衝，因為耶穌已經成為我們創始承終的道路。神的國太奇妙，祂說有就有，命立就立，說醫治就醫治，祂要救我們，賜我們喜樂。
· Don’t seize meetings, prayers, and evangelizing.  Carry a sense of mission, the head will be covered with glories, thus the burdens removed.  We will then have the power to go forward, for Jesus is the pioneer and perfecter of faith.  For he spoke, and it came to be; he commanded, and it stood firm.  When He says healed and will be done.  He wants to save us and give us joy.
· （士 Judges 7：2）雲彩見證人的信仰要在我們裡面，挪開拉撒路墓前的石頭，全然相信耶穌奇妙的作為。基甸的信仰便是如此。人說人多好辦事，但神說人多便參雜了。神看見跟隨基甸的人過多，若得勝了會自以為靠自己，便叫懼怕的人離開。從兩萬兩千人，剩下一萬人。懼怕的人神沒有辦法用，我們必須挪掉裡面的懼怕。
· The faith of cloud of witnesses needs to be within, remove the tomb stone before Lazarus, and believe fully in the wonderful work of Jesus.  Gideon was the same.  People say that the more the people the better the things.  But God saw the number of people were too many, thus taking God’s glory.  He told the fearful 22,000 to depart, and 10,000 left.  God cannot use those in fear, we must remove fear.
· （書 Joshua 1：7－18）神不斷吩咐約書亞要剛強壯膽，保羅也告訴提摩太，神所賜的絕不是膽怯的心，乃是剛強仁愛謹守的心。我們想要經歷神奇妙的道路，要首先除去裡面的懼怕。
· God told Joshua to fear not, Paul also told Timothy the same.  For God did not give us a spirit of timidity, but a spirit of power, of love and of self-discipline.  If we want to experience God’s amazing ways, first need to remove the fear from within.  
· （士 Judges 7：4－7）神告訴基甸，一萬人仍然太多，要他們到水旁飲水，唯有用手捧著餂水的，才留下，剩下三百人。信心不看人多，不看錢多，不看力大，只看我們是否成為神雲彩的見證人，完全倚靠神，按著神的辦法毫無懼怕去行。
· But the LORD said to Gideon, “There are still too many men. Take them down to the water, and I will thin them out for you there. If I say, ‘This one shall go with you,’ he shall go; but if I say, ‘This one shall not go with you,’ he shall not go.”  So Gideon took the men down to the water. There the LORD told him, “Separate those who lap the water with their tongues as a dog laps from those who kneel down to drink.” Three hundred of them drank from cupped hands, lapping like dogs. All the rest got down on their knees to drink.  The LORD said to Gideon, “With the three hundred men that lapped I will save you and give the Midianites into your hands.  Faith is not depending on amount of people or money, but faith in God and become the cloud of witnesses.  
· 用手捧水起來便是在真理中敬拜，餂水便是說方言。用手把真理，把信息，把神的愛拿起來，說方言，進入靈裡的敬拜，這是神要用的人。神要用的人是剛強壯膽有使命感的，是抬著約櫃第一個把腳踏進約旦河，且最後一個離開的祭司。
· Drink from cupped hands is to worship in truth.  Lapping is to speak in tongues.  Use hands to uphold truth, message and God’s love.  Speak tongues and enter the worship in the Spirit, this is the kind of person God uses.  God wants to use those who are strong and with sense of mission.  The priests that held the ark of covenant were the first to enter Jordan, and last to leave.  
· （士 Judges 7：10－21）神告訴基甸，若害怕，便帶一個人下到敵人的營裡去。神藉著敵人說出的夢，安慰了基甸，叫他剛強壯膽。神的辦法叫基甸拿著角，拿著瓶，沒有拿刀去攻擊敵人，這是神奇妙的辦法。基甸順服照著做了，神叫他大大得勝。我們要在聖經雲彩的見證人中，剛強壯膽，進入神的使命，得著神的應許。

· God told Gideon: “If you are afraid to attack, go down to the camp with your servant Purah and listen to what they are saying.”  God uses the enemy’s dreams to comfort Gideon and want him to be strong.  Gideon divided the three hundred men into three companies, he placed trumpets and empty jars in the hands of all of them, with torches inside.  God’s way didn’t need to use knives.  Gideon was obedient and he won.  We need to learn from the cloud of witnesses from the Bible, be strong, and enter God’s wills and receive the promise.
· （詩 Psalms 33：18）耶和華的眼目看顧敬畏祂的人和仰望祂慈愛的人。神不用懼怕的，不用膽怯的，祂要用的是走在創始承終道路的信心的虔誠人。
