（猶Jude 6）
· （猶Jude 6／太Matthew 24:45-47）猶大書特別說到不守本位的天使，不守本位也就是不忠。耶穌教導我們，忠心的人必有見識。若不忠心，便得不著見識。The book of Jude specially mentioned about the angels who did not keep their positions of authority.  To not keep the positions of authority means to be unfaithful.  Jesus taught us that the faithful will be wise. If one is not faithful, he will not be wise.
· 什麼是見識：what is to be wise
1. 方向 direction
2. 方法 method
3. 管理的權柄 authority to rule
· 以利亞在迦密山讓亞哈王來，以利亞以及耶洗別所供奉的巴力的先知都築壇獻祭，以利亞所獻祭的祭壇，淋上了水，天上降下的火，連水以及所獻的祭都完全燒盡。然後以利亞上山禱告，天降雨。亞哈王看見了這所有的神蹟，卻仍然不忠。以至於就算沒有穿王服，卻有一個小兵隨便拉弓，箭射進亞哈王的夾縫裡，亞哈王就死了。Elijah let King Ahab come to Mount Carmel, and Elijah and the prophets of Baal that ate at Jezebel’s table each built the altar of sacrifice.  Water was poured on the altar that Elijah made and the fire from heaven fell and burned up the sacrifice and even the water. Then Elijah prayed on the mountain and it rained. Even though he saw the miracles, King Ahab still was not faithful. So even without his royal robe, King Ahab was killed by a random arrow by an unknown soldier that went between the sections of his armor.
· 耶穌對他的弟弟猶大說，若哪一個人不忠，離開了自己的本位，便沒有辦法得著見識。也就是得不著方向、方法、以及管理治理的權柄，自然也沒有辦法成功。我們要（1）對神忠心、對國度忠心（2）對教會忠心（3）對神給你的使命忠心。Jesus said to his brother Jude that whoever is unfaithful and departs from his position of authority will not be able to be wise. It means not able to receive direction, method, and the authority to rule and subdue. Naturally there is no way to succeed. We are to be faithful to: (1) God and the kingdom, (2) the church, and (3) the commission from God.
· 神就是我們的產業，趕快回到神所給我們的本位，這才是我們的蒙福之道。若不忠心，禱告敬拜也得不著力量、得不著神來的方向。God is our portion. Quickly return to the positions that God had given us. This is our blessed way.  If we are unfaithful, our prayer and worship will not receive power and the direction from God. 
· 我們要走出去傳福音，成為那結果子的忠心僕人。所以耶穌教導彼得，你要先得人，然後你才得魚。也就是你敬拜神，然後把你的家人、你身邊的人都帶來教會，得著耶穌，如此你才能夠得魚。得人就是把人帶到耶穌面前，幫助他們認識耶穌。得魚就是你的事業成功。得人才能夠得魚的先後順序，千萬不要搞錯了。We need to go out to share the gospel and become faithful servants that bear fruit. That is why Jesus taught Peter that he must be fisher of men before catching fish. It means for you to worship God and then bring your family and those around you to church to receive Jesus. Such then you will be able to catch fish. To catch men is to bring people before Jesus and help them know Jesus. To catch fish means success of your business.  You must catch men first before you can catch fish. Do not mix up the order.
· 巴拿巴是專門把出去的人找回來的。我們不但要把人帶來教會，也要把失喪的尋回。Barnabas specially sought after those who left. We not only bring people to church but also seek what is lost.
· 恩賜是你有多少捨己、多少背十字架、多少跟隨耶穌，才有多少恩賜。The amount of gifts you have depend on the amount of self denial, taking up the cross and following Jesus.
· 先忠心於神給你的本位，忠心傳福音，然後你才能夠得魚。Be faithful to the positions that God gave you and faithfully share the gospel. Then you will be able to catch fish.
· （詩Psalms 103:19／Psalms 139:1-7）一切的事，都在神的手掌心。祂的寶座統管萬有，所以大衛王說，無論到哪裡，都沒有辦法躲避神。我們只要固守本位，愛神、愛教會，其他一切都交給神。不離開神的住處，也就是神向你顯現的教會，因為那就是你的本位，是你蒙福的地方，是應許成就的地方。Every matter is in the hand of God. His throne rules over all. That is why King David said that no matter where there is no way to hide from God. As long as we keep our positions, love God and love church, we entrust everything else to God.  Not to depart from the dwelling of God means not to depart from the church where God appeared to you, because that is your position and your place of blessing and where the promise will be fulfilled.
· （太Matthew 24:45）耶穌教導我們如何成為忠心有見識的僕人：Jesus taught us how to become the faithful and wise servant
1. 忠心才有見識 Be faithful in order to be wise
· 忠心於神的國度，神才給他見識。Be faithful to the kingdom of God and God will give wisdom
· 得方向、方法、管理的權柄。Receive direction, method, and the authority to rule
· 然後神才給你異象，叫你看見真相。God then gives your vision to see the real picture
2. 有見識，還要作僕人  Not only wise but also be a servant
· 什麼是僕人？別人不願意去做的你去做，別人不願意拿出來的你拿出來。What is a servant? To do and to give where others are not willing to do or give.
· 古時候的僕人是不穿鞋的，是其他人都吃完飯他才吃飯的。In the ancient time, the servants did not wear shoes and ate only after everyone else ate.
3. 忠心有見識的僕人，神才派他管理 God puts in charge the faithful and wise servants
· （路Luke 19:1-10）稅吏長撒該是被人唾棄、看不起的。他身材矮小，知道耶穌要來了，便爬到桑樹上，為要看耶穌。耶穌來了，便說，「撒該，快下來，今天我必住在你家裡。」撒該便趕快下來，他的頭腦、心思都開了，便說，「主啊，我把所有的一半分給窮人。我若訛詐了誰，就還他四倍。」耶穌說：「今天救恩到了這家。」Zacchaeus the tax collector was despised and spat by the people. He was short but knew Jesus was coming, and so he climbed the sycamore-fig tree to see Jesus. When Jesus reached the spot, he said, “Zacchaeus, come down immediately. I must stay at your house today.” Zacchaeus came down at once. His mind and heart are all broadened and said, “Look, Lord! Here and now I gave half of my possessions to the poor, and if I have cheated anybody out of anything, I will pay back four times the amount.”  Jesus said, “Today salvation has come to this house.”
· 然後耶穌才說了一錠銀子的比喻。神給你的一錠銀子，也就是忠心。那一錠銀子賺十錠，全部放在國度裡的，神要給你管理十座城。五錠銀子的，耶穌給他管理五座城。最後一個，是把一錠銀子包起來的，也就是每天來教會大聲敬拜，哈利路亞、阿門很大聲，卻沒有忠心，從來沒有得人如得魚的。Jesus then mentioned the parable of the ten minas. God gives you a mina which is faithfulness. That mina earns ten more, which are all put in the kingdom. God want to put you in charge of ten cities. For the one who earned five minas, Jesus put him in charge of five cities. The last one is the one who kept it laid away in a piece of cloth. This is someone who comes to church daily and loudly worship and say Halleluia and Amen but is not faithful and has never been a fisher of men.
· 黑暗之子努力賺得了他想要的，卻喪失了這管理十座城的權柄。The people of this world worked hard and earned what they want but lost out on the authority to rule over ten cities.
· 忠心的參加聚會、忠心的敬拜，得能力去得人如得魚。成為那有忠心、一錠銀子賺十錠，神讓他管理十座城的忠心有見識的僕人。這才是我們人生的指標。Be faithful in meeting, be faithful in worship and receive power to be a fisher of men. Become that faithful and wiseservant who earns ten minas from one mina and is put in charge of ten cities by God. This is the goal of our life.
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
