Main Bible Verse: 

(John 18:6) When Jesus said, “I am he,” they drew back and fell to the ground. 

Summary: 

John 14:1 | Hebrews 11:6 | Malachi 3:10 

• We must come to church in order to meet with God. 

o We come empty handed, but we will go home with revelation, healing, the guidance and abundance of 

God. 

• Our faith comes from our continuous prayers. 

o We must at least pray for 10 minutes and study God’s words for 10 minutes before sleep each night. 

o Without prayer, we will not have the word of God.  

o Before we pray, we must believe that God exists. 

• God will solve all of our problems if we have faith. 

o God’s creation will be our miracles. 

o We must have faith without doubt. 

• Jesus said, “Do not your hearts be troubled; believe in God, believe also in me.” 

• When God heals us, we must have a thanksgiving faith and return to him. 

• We must give tithe to God. 

o Bring the whole tithe into the storehouse, that there may be food in my house. Test me in this,' says the 

LORD Almighty, 'and see if I will not throw open the floodgates of heaven and pour out so much blessing 

that there will not be room enough to store it. 

• All our healings, peace, and blessings come from God. 

• We must remove all doubt from our hearts, and we must trust in God. 

• Tithing is the only truth you can test God in the whole bible. 

Matthew 26:51-56 | John 14:12 | Luke 22:51 

• Truly, truly, I say to you, whoever believes in me will also do the works that I do; and greater works than these will 

he do, because I am going to the Father. 

• But Jesus answered, “Put away your sword!” And he picked up the man’s ear, put it back on and healed him. 

o Whatever God does, we will do as well. 

o Jesus healed the one whose ear was cut of even though he was there to capture Him. 

John 18:6 

• If we lift up our hands and pray to God, Holy Spirit come down upon us, His “I am He” will come, and the anointing, 

and the revelation follow. 

• We must not use our own way, but follow the way of God and he will bring  “I am He” for you 

 Peter used his own way with the sword, but Jesus stopped him and healed the man’s ear. 

• We must continuously pray and repent until God’s “I am He” comes upon us. 

• We must come to church especially early and pray until God tells us “I am He” 

o This is the solution to all of our problems.
