e In everything we do, we need direction from God.
e Jesus is the only savior, and He is the only one that was crucified for us.
o Without Jesus we are nothing because He was the Word become flesh for us.
o Jesus is our way, truth, and life.
o Jesus made our lives more precious than the whole world because He made our bodies His temple.
= He wants to give us abundant life.
o What is the way, truth, and life?
= The way is God’s direction for us.
= The truth is the method for God’s direction for us.
= Once we receive and follow God’s direction, we will have life.
o We must come to church to confess and lift our hands to worship.
o When we do so, God will open a new and living way for us.
o When we praise, the God will give us our direction.

o Our mindset and direction must get transform.

o We must praise God at church until He gives us the keys of the kingdom of heaven.
o  With the keys of the kingdom of heaven, we will have the instructions from the kingdom of heaven.
o What is the key of the kingdom of heaven?

e Morning prayer meetings are very important.
o We must worship until we receive the instructions of what we need to do and how to do it from God.
o The key that Jesus wants to give us is His word.

o We must deny our own feelings and follow the way Jesus gives us.
o Everything in our lives depends on whether we deny ourselves or not.
o Only when we do not have self may we pick up the cross and follow Jesus.
e We must continuously deny ourselves, come to church, and praise God until we receive the keys of the kingdom of
heaven.
o When we do so, we will have success in our life.
e We must take our self out of everything we do and deny ourselves and read the Bible.
o We must take up the cross to spread the gospel to others.

e We must kneel down, confess our sins, and repent.
o We must do this until we hear the voice of God.
o Whatever He says to us, we must do accordingly.
o God will wait for us until we confess our sins, repent, and deny ourselves.

e We must put all our effort in reading the Bible, praising God, praying, and attending meetings to be empowered by
God.
